- record of proof performance such as abandoning the works, not properly completing the
contract, inordinate delays in completion, litigation history, or financial failures etc; and/or

- participated in the previous Tender for the same work and had quoted unreasonably high
tender prices and could not furnish rational justification.

5. Amendment of Tender documents.

5.1 Before the deadline for submission of tenders, the Employer may modlfy the tender docuemtns
by issuing addenda.

5.2 Any addendum thus issued shall be part of the tender documents and shall be communicated in
. writing or by cable to all the purchasers of the tender documents.

In exceptional c1rcumstances, penor to explrty of the original time limit, the Employer may
request that the tenderrs may extend the period of validity for a specified additional period. The

the request without forfeiting his earnest money deposit. A tenderer agreeing to the request will
not be required or permitted to modify his tender, but will be required to extend the validity of

Earnest money deposit.

9.5 The earnest money deposit of the successful Tenderer will be discharged when the Tenderer has

9.6 The earnest moeny deposit may be forfeited.

10.2 The orrgmal and a copy of the Tender shall be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be
signed by a person or persons duly authorised to sign on behalf of the Tenderer. All pages of the
tender where entries or amendments have been made shall be initiated by the person signing the
tender.

10.3 The tender shall contain no alternations or additions, except those to comply with: instructions
issued by the Employer, or as necessary to correct errors made by the Tenderer, in which case
“such corrections shall be initiated by the preson signing the Tender.

E. Tender opening and evaluation
15. Tender opening o ' -

15.1 The Employer will open all the Tenders received (except those received late), including
modifications made pursuant to Clause 14, int he presence of the Tenderers or their
representatives who choose to attend at......hours on the date and the place specified in Clause 12.
In the event of the specified date of Tender opening being declared a holiday for the Employer,
the Tenders will be opened at the appointed time and location on the next working day.

15.2 Envelopes marked “WITHDRAWAL” shall be opened and read out first. Tenders for which an
acceptable notice of withdrawal has been submitted pursuant to Clause 14 shall not be opeped.
Subsequently all envelopes marked “MODIFICATION” shall be opened and the submissions
therein read out in appropriate detail. ’

15.3 The Tendeiers’ names, the Tender prices, the total amount of each Tender, any discounts, Tender
modifications and withdrawal, the presence or absence of Tender security, and such other details
as the Employer may considef appropriate, will be announced by the Employer at the opening.
No Tender shall be rejected at Tender opening except for the late Tenders pursuant to Clause 13.
Tenders [and modifications] sent pursuant to Clause 14 that are not opened and read out at

15.4 The Employer shall prepare minutes of the Tender opening, including the information disclosed

16. Process to be confidential

16.1 Information relating to the examinations, clarification, evaluation and comparison of Tenders and
recommendations for the award of a contract shall not be disclosed to Tenderers or any other
persons not officially concermned with such process until the award to the successful Tenderer has
been announced. Any effort by a Tenderer to influence the Employer’s processing of Tenders or
award decisions may result in the rejection of his Tender.

17. Clarifications of Tenders. : S N

17.1 To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of Tenders, the Employer may, at his

discretion, ask any Tender for clarification of his Tender, including breakdowns of unit reates.

The request for clarification and the response shall be in wirting or by cable, but no change in

» the price of substance of the Tender shall be sought, offered or permitted except as required to

confirm the correction of arithmetic errors discovered by the employer in the evaluation of the
Tenders in accordance with Clause 19.
